Here is how you should be entering in their accents now:
 
1.  Type directly into the essay box.  Do not copy over from another document into the essay box.
2.  In order to add accents or other language symbols, students need to click on the omega (horseshoe) symbol underneath the essay box.  (Previously, students could copy and paste the accented letters that appeared at the bottom of the screen, but this has since been taken away.)  From there, they simply click on the accented letter that they want and it is automatically entered into their essay box.  
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***3.  In order for the response to register correctly, students MUST click on “Enter” (on their keyboard) at the end of their response before they click on “Submit.”
This is for the graded written activities.

For regular practice activities, try the following:

The TranslationZip activities require that you use the umlaut characters in order to spell the word correctly. When I run into a word that requires an umlaut character, I open up NotePad and type the character in there, and then I copy it and paste it into the TranslationZip activity when I need it. If you're using a standard keyboard, in order to type the umlaut characters, you have to hold down the Alt key and type a sequence of numbers on the number pad - not the numbers above the letters on your keyboard, but the numbers to the right of the arrow keys and the Page Up/Page Down keys. Then release the Alt key, and the character will show up. You have to do this all in NotePad, though; you can't type it directly into the TranslationZip activity.

Say, for example, the TranslationZip activity wanted me to type in the German word for green, which is "grün." I would type in the "gr," and then I would open up NotePad, hold Alt, and press 0252 on the number pad. After I released the Alt key, the "ü" character would show up, which I would copy and paste into the TranslationZip activity. Then I would type "n", and I would press enter; it would accept this answer because I used "ü" instead of "u."

Here is a key you can use:
Ä = Alt + 0196
ä = Alt + 0228
Ö = Alt + 0214
ö = Alt + 0246
Ü = Alt + 0220
ü = Alt + 0252
ß = Alt + 0223
€ = Alt + 0128
